relate this to what I’m learning
	I can explain how model answers and criteria (a checklist ), that I have helped to write, are related to what I am learning
	I can explain how different parts of my learning relate to criteria using models of quality work 
AND
I can further improve my learning to a high level by writing criteria by myself

	Students will be clear about how well the learning has been achieved (self-assessment )
	I have little idea about how to mark my own work 
AND
I don’t know what I need to do to improve in relation to the criteria
	I rely on the teachers support / feedback when evaluating my own work in relation to the criteria

Sometimes I can use this to improve my learning
	I think about my learning and progress in relation to criteria
